1.1 Functioning of NIOS

>

NIOS operates through a network of 20 Regional
Centres, 3 NIOS Cells, 5 Departments at
Headquarters as well as around 5696 Accredited
Institutions (AlIs), around 3000 Accredited
Vocational Institutes (AVIs) and 1453 Accredited
Agencies (AAs), 84 Special Accredited Institutions
for Education of the Divyangs (SAIED) in India,
Nepal and the Middle East.

Admission in vocational education programmes is
open throughout the year. One can seek admission
in the vocational programmes directly by registering
oneself through on-line mode.

Self Instructional Material is provided to the
learners.

Practical Training Programmes (PTPs) are
mandatorily conducted by the Als/AVIs/SAIEDs.

Public Examinations are held twice in a year, first
in April-May and second in October-November.

NIOS also conducts live Personal Contact
Programme (PCP) through Mukta Vidya Vani, which
is web based radio streaming. Learners can listen to
these programmes and also ask questions. The daily
schedule for this programme is available on the NIOS

website. Live Video Programme are also conducted

Salient Features

No Upper Age Criteria: There is no upper age limit
for registration to the NIOS courses. However, the
minimum age for enrolment in Secondary courses is
14 years and for Senior Secondary courses is 15
years as well as 16 &18 years for some selected
vocational programmes. The courses where the entry
level of learner is literate/5th class, the minimum
age of enrolment is 11 years.

Choice of Course: You can register for any one
Vocational Course at one time.

Combination of Academic and Vocational
Subjects: One stand alone vocational course/subject
mentioned at Table-I on pages 52-71 can be
combined with the academic courses at the
Secondary level and Senior Secondary level.

Validity of Registration: You can complete your
course in a maximum period of five years from the
year of registration.

Flexibility in Examination: You can avail
maximum of nine chances to appear in public
examinations spread over a period of five years.

Credit Accumulation: You can choose to appear
in any one or more courses in an examination and
earn credit till all the course(s) required for the
certification are successfully completed.

Transfer of Credit: Under this scheme, you may
transfer your pass credits in a maximum of two
subjects from CBSE and other selected Boards in
the academic courses.

Re-admission: The ex-learners of NIOS who have
completed their validity period of five years of
admission, but could not complete the course, are
eligible to take re-admission. The credit(s) for
maximum of four courses may be transferred for
fresh admission; if these programmes were passed
during the last ten years.

1.4 Schooling of ITI Students

ITI learners get an opportunity to earn a Secondary
and Senior Secondary Certificate (as per their
eligibility) who are pursuing education through ITIs
or have cleared their ITI courses. For achieving this,
they need to make a small effort. They will receive
Secondary and Senior Secondary Certificate from
NIOS apart from their trade certificates from ITI.
NIOS has signed a Memorandum of Understanding
with the Directorate General of Training (DGT)
under the Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship (MSDE), Govt. of India for the
same.

NIOS will accept credit transfer of four subjects
for two year trades and three subjects for one year
trades successfully completed by a trainee in any
of the courses under Craftsmen Training Scheme
(CTS) of DGT pursued in an ITI/NSTI and will
offer minimum one subject for two year trades and
minimum two subjects for one year trades in the
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1.5

following groups to complete the requirement for
Secondary/Senior Secondary certification:

Minimum One Language from group A subjects of
NIOS, for two-year trades of CTS.

Minimum One Language from group A subjects
and one academic subject from any Group of
subjects from NIOS for one-year trades of CTS.

In addition to above, one can take maximum of
two additional academic subjects from any group
offered by NIOS.

Education of the Army Personnel

NIOS Education Project for the Indian Army
(NEPIA) has been specially designed to upgrade
the educational qualifications of the Indian Army
Jawans. NIOS has signed a Memorandum of
Understanding with the Army Educational
Corps (AEC), Integrated Headquarters of
Ministry of Defence (Army), and DHQ PO,
New Delhi.

Military Studies, Military History and Physical
Education courses are specifically designed for
in-service army jawans working
in various parts of the country. The MoU has
been signed to offer these courses through
Distance Learning Mode to attain the following
objectives:

> to upgrade the educational qualifications of
the Indian Army troops;

> to provide relevant knowledge, skills and
values through this educational effort and

> to enable them to serve the society at large by
becoming better equipped to seek employment
after retirement.

Admission to the Vocational Education
Programmes is open throughout the year. Entry
requirements for various courses are given at
Table-I from page 52 onwards. The lower age limit
for most courses is 14 years. Looking into the safety
aspects, for some courses the lower age limit varies
from 15 to 18 years. There is no upper age limit.
Seats are limited and admission is given on First
Come First Serve basis. The admission to
Vocational Programmes is online. The details and
procedure for online admission is given below:

2.1 Procedure for Online Admission

For all the learners intending to register for vocational
courses online, they need to visit the NIOS website
htpp://voc.nios.ac.in and see the Admissions link. Under
this scheme, the learner has four options:

(i) Register Online directly by following the procedure
laid down in Section 2.3.

(i1) Visit nearest AVI (study centre) and take their help
for Online registration. The list of Accreditated
Vocational Institutions (AVIs) is available on NIOS
website.

(iii) Visit the concerned Regional Centre of NIOS and

take its help for online-registration. The list of

Regional Centres is placed at Appendix-A.

(iv) Visit a Common Services Centre (CSC) of the

Ministry of Information and Technology, Govt. of

India. List of CSCs with the name they are known

in different states is placed at Appendix-B.
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2.2 Documents Required for Admission

The learner must be ready with the scanned copy/soft copy (jpg or jpeg files) of the original documents, which will
be required to be uploaded while registering on-line for admission to vocational programmes.

Appointment Letter from the Employer on Printed Letter Head, if living in rented accommodation,
copy of any recognised proof of permanent address along with present rent agreement).

Other Important Documents Recent passport size colored photograph.

Signature on a white paper (preferably in Black Ink).

Valid identity proof (such as Aadhaar Card or passport or ration card or voter—id card etc.).
Social category/caste certificate (in case the learner belongs to SC/ST/OBC category).
BPL certificate (in case the learner belongs to the BPL category).

Ex-serviceman certificate (in case he/she is an Ex-serviceman).

Disability certificate (in case he/she is having any kind of disability).

*  Astudent who possesses a High School/Secondary Certificate from a Foreign Board/University, seeking admission to NIOS Vocational
Education courses will be required to produce a certificate that the examination passed by him/her is equivalent to the Indian High
School/Secondary School Examination. Equivalency certificate may be obtained from the Association of Indian Universities, Kotla
Road, New Delhi 110002.

Note: (i) In case of Orphan/Juvenile/Street Children, the Medical Legal Certificate may be provided as proof of Date of Birth.
(ii) Please state the correct date of birth. Date of birth once given in the Admission Form can not be changed.
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2.3 Procedure for Online Admission

Read the instructions carefully on various topics such
as How to Register for Admission, Eligibility Criteria,
Date of Examination, Admission Fee Details,
Documents Required, etc.

(A) Before you start registering for online admission to
vocational programmes, you need to ensure that one
valid mobile number and email id will be required.
If you do not have valid email id, then create an
email id. These will be required in the admission
process for authentication.

(B) The learner has to be ready with the scanned copy
(jpg, jpeg files) of the original documents, which
will be required to be uploaded while registering for

“Registration” button and then follow the
instructions on the screen to fill the registration
form. There will be two choices, first regular
Vocational Programmes and second Govt./other
funded Projects.

Step 3 Select sector such as Agriculture and Animal
Husbandry, Home Science and Hospitality,
Business and Commerce, Health and Paramedical,
Engineering and Technology or miscellaneous
courses. Select the duration of the programme,
type of programme and courses in which the
admission is required.

Step 4 Fill student's name, father name, mother name,
date of birth (as specified in class 10" or Birth
Certificate), Gender and Aadhaar Number
(optional). Along with these details, provide valid
mobile number and email address.

Step 5 The provided mobile number and email address
will be used for authentication through OTP. Both
mobile number and email verification will be
carried out. The registered mobile number and
email address will also be used for sending login
details and for various other communications from
NIOS.

After authentication, an email will be sent to
the registered email id having user name and
password.

After successful authentication of the mobile
number and email address, the learner will be
allowed to fill other details such as permanent
address and postal address.

Details about social category/caste, medium of
study and subjects etc, also need to be filled in.

Select the AVI where you want to attend the PCP/
Practicals.

The selected AVI will be displayed on the basis
of selected programme, medium and availability
of seats in the AVI.

The learner will need to upload the required
documents.

The learner is not required to send/submit
the hard copy of the form and the documents,
but it is mandatory to upload the required
documents online. If any discrepancy is found
in the submitted online application form/
documents, the learner shall be required to
submit the printed application form along with
the documents and photograph to Regional
Centre NIOS/HQ. If asked for, this
requirement will be communicated to him/her
through email and SMS.

After filling the details and uploading the
required documents, review the entire form
including Fee Details in the REVIEW
SECTION. In case, the learner wants to change
any of the information filled by him/her then
he/she can click on the EDIT button/icon of
each section. After changing the information,
the learner needs to again click on NEXT button
to reach the REVIEW SECTION.

If all the information, given by the learner in
the registration process is correct, then the
learner can continue to make online payment
by selecting the available Payment Gateways
like IDBI, UBI, ICICI Bank etc. CSC wallet can
also be used by CSC Village Level Entrepreneur
(VLE) for making admission fee payment
online.

Every AVl is provided a panel on the portal with
student registration, fee payment and many more
features. In case the registration is done by the
AVIs and the payment is made by AVIs through
the AVI panel, the AVI can pay the NIOS share
only for each individual student. In such case,
the feature of paying the registration fee in two
equal installments will be disabled for the AVIs.
In case the learner pays the fees himself by
choosing the AVI, the programmes/course fee
would need to be paid by him/her online.

If you want to pay later, then click on pay later
button.

To make the payment later, you have to login
again to the portal using the user name &
password sent on the registered email address
while registration.

After successful transaction, the learner will
receive the Fee Payment Receipt in the learner’s
registered email and also through SMS on his/
her registered mobile number.

After successful transaction, a Reference
Number will be generated which can be used for
communicating with NIOS until your admission
is confirmed. Once the payment is done
successfully, the learner will be allowed to see
the dashboard in his/her login.

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2.4 Cut off Dates

To regulate the eligibility for the purpose of examination,
the cut-off dates will be: 30" June 2025 and 31 December
2025. This means that the students admitted till these dates
will be eligible to take the forthcoming examinations as
per their eligibility.

2.5 Minimum Age

Cut off dates are applicable for age criteria as well. As on
30" June, 2025 you should be 14 years of age for
vocational courses up to Secondary level and 15 years of
age for taking up vocational courses up to Senior
Secondary level.

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4.2 Medium of Evaluation

The question papers for the theory examinations may be
in Hindi, English and Urdu, as the case may be. You may,
however, write your examinations in Hindi, English or a
scheduled regional language irrespective of the medium
opted for study at the time of admission.

4.3 Evaluation : Some Highlights

NIOS has devised a suitable method of evaluation
considering the practical nature of Vocational Courses
where more emphasis is laid on evaluation of skills acquired
during the course of study. The component of internal
assessment has also been introduced to ensure continuous
evaluation. Thus, there may be three components of
evaluation:

The awards of practical and internal assessment are to
be uploaded separately by the AI/AVI/SAIED after the
conduct of Practical examination.

Results are declared approximately four week after the
last paper of the Public Examination.

The details about the duration of Theory and Practical
examinations and the maximum marks for each paper are
given at Table II from pages 72 to 85.

4.6 Pass Criteria

The pass criteria in different courses is given at Table I1I
on pages 86 to 93. Please note that passing separately in
all the components i.e. Theory, Practical and Internal
Assessment (if any) is necessary.

If you pass in a component (theory, practical or
Internal Assessment), your marks in that component
will be retained. You need not appear in that
component again. You have to appear only in the
remaining component(s). However, you have to pay
the complete examination fee.

Board of Open School Education (MPSOSEB) in Bhopal
on 4" February 2025. Under this agreement, various NIOS
vocational courses will be offered in Madhya Pradesh
through 2,500 government schools affiliated with
MPSOSEB.

MoU between NIOS and Sports, Physical Education,
Fitness & Leisure Sector Skill Council (SPEFL-SC)

On 11th February 2025, the National Institute of Open
Schooling (NIOS) signed a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) with the Sports, Physical Education,
Fitness & Leisure Sector Skill Council (SPEFL-SC) to

develop specialized courses in Yoga (Sports).

MoU signed with NCVET and NIOS

An MoU was signed between NCVET and NIOS wherein
NIOS has been accorded recognition as Awarding Body
for Assessment and Certification (under Dual Category)
by NCVET. This enables NIOS to award, assess and
certify learners for approved/adopted qualifications under
NCVET.

MoU signed with SCTE&VT, State Govt. of
Odisha for ITI learners

NIOS signed an MoU with State Council for Technical
Education & Vocational Training (SCTE&VT), Odisha
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to open pathways for ITI pass outs from regular course of
Craftsmen Training Scheme (CTS) for horizontal and
vertical mobility and enhance employability through
additional Senior Secondary Qualification. Under this
MoU, the State Govt of Odisha will pay for the registration
fees of the students enrolled in the State Govt ITIs of
Odisha and NIOS shall give an exemption of one-time fees
for the students. NIOS shall accept Transfer of Credit
facility for four subjects for two-year CTS and three
subjects for one-year CTS student and will offer minimum
one subject i.e. language to two year CTS student and any
two academic subjects including one language to one year
CTS student. In addition to this a student can take
maximum of two additional subjects of NIOS at their own
cost. This project would create a pathway for the learners
and include them in the mainstream of education.

Establishment of Mukta Kaushal Kendra for
Promotion of Skill Training

Keeping the mandate of reaching the unreached and to
provide skill education to the deprive strata of society,
NIOS has initiated to set-up Mukta Kaushal Kendras
(MKK) at various states having diverse communities to
provide access to learners for various vocational/skill-
based courses equipping them for better life chances. These
centers will act as Skill Development Centers and provide
skill training to women and girls belonging to SC/ST,
nomadic tribes and economically disadvantaged learners.

In this series, five Mukta Kaushal Kendras (MKK) has
been established at Bhubaneswar (Odisha), Bankura
(West Bengal), Kodarma (Jharkhand), Mehsana (Gujarat)
and Amethi (Uttar Pradesh). The courses being run through
these MKKs are as follows:

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The MKK are equipped with the essential infrastructures
which are required to run the vocational programmes. Such
acentre would help in achieving the target group to enrich
their lives, become empowered both economically and
socially and earn better livelihood.

The skill training at the centre is free for the learners. The
learners will be provided with self learning material
developed by NIOS along with other materials required
for the training.

MoU with DGT, MSDE for ITI learners

NIOS and DGT have collaborated for the benefit of ITI
learners so as to provide them academic equivalence. NIOS
will accept credit transfer of four subjects for two year
trades and three subjects for one year trades successfully
completed by a trainee in any of the courses under
Craftsmen Training Scheme (CTS) of DGT pursued in
an ITI/NSTI and will offer minimum one subject for two
year trades and minimum two subjects for one year trades
in the following groups to complete the requirement for
Secondary/Senior Secondary certification:

»  Minimum One Language from group A subjects of
NIOS, for two-year trades of CTS.

»  Minimum One Language from group A subjects and
one subject from any Group of subjects from NIOS
for one-year trades of CTS.

» In addition to above, one can take maximum of
two additional subjects from any group offered by
NIOS

MoU with Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya
(KGBV), Gandhinagar

NIOS signed an MoU with Gujarat Council of Elementary
Education for offering vocational skills to the girl students
enrolled in the KGBVs. The 168 KGBV schools have been
accredited to NIOS for imparting skill training to the girls.
The vocational subjects being offered for training are
Beauty Therapy, Basic Computing, Yoga, Indian
Embroidery and Cutting and Tailoring.
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Collaboration with Jails

Collaboration with Jails has been done to facilitate the
jail inmates to learn a skill while serving their term in
the jail and help them to find a employment after their
release. NIOS is not charging admission and examination
fee from the jail inmates for vocational courses being
offered by NIOS. The accreditation fee of the jails has
also been waived off.

India Tourism Development Corporation
(ITDC)

NIOS is providing Hospitality courses in collaboration
with ITDC. The objective of the collaboration is to provide
the learners knowledge and exposure of the Hotel Industry
where ample opportunities are available.

ASHA

With the objective of certification of 10 lakh ASHAs,
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has given a project
to NIOS to conduct examination and to certify successful
ASHAs.

Indian Medical Association (IMA)

NIOS and IMA have joined hands with the objective to
offer Paramedical courses all over the country through
Accredited Vocational Institutes of NIOS. Two courses
namely Diploma in Medical Laboratory Technology and
Diploma in Medical Imaging Technology are running
successfully through out the country with good enrolment
of learners.

MoU Signed between NIOS and Indian Yoga
Association

With the aim of working together in the educational and
social field of Yoga, promoting Yoga and making the nation
healthy and strong the NIOS has entered into an MoU
with the Indian Yoga Association, Delhi.
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NEP 2020 recommends integration of Vocational
Education into the educational offerings of all Secondary
Schools in a phased manner. In order to move in sync
with the NEP and to equip the learners with a skill along
with the academic qualification, NIOS has integrated its
Vocational Courses with Academic Subjects. For providing
skill education for our learners, following is offered:

1. The learners taking online admission for secondary
and senior secondary courses in Stream-I will be
offered one vocational subject along with academic
subject.

2. The three courses viz. Basic Computing (608), Desk
Top Publishing (613) and Yoga (614) at Secondary
level and four courses viz. Computer & Office
Applications (631), Web Development (660),
Preservation of Fruits and Vegetable (363) and Yoga
Assistant (667) at Senior Secondary level will be
offered in the same Accredited institution (Al) selected
by the learners for academic subjects. These will be
considered as academic subjects for the purpose of
calculation of admission fee as per NIOS norms

3. The learners who have opted any one of the following
vocational subjects available under Academic at
Secondary level shall not be given option to choose
any other vocational subject for certification.

1. Data Entry Operations (229)
2. Entrepreneurship (249)

Similarly, the learners who have opted any one of
the following vocational subjects at Senior Secondary
level shall not be given option to choose any other
vocational subject for certification.
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1. Data Entry Operations (336)

2. Early Childhood Care and Education (376)
3. Tourism (337)

4. Physical Education and Yog (373)

Personal Contact Programmes (PCPs) in Vocational
subjects is not in terms of number of PCPs, but in
terms of contact hours in both Theory and Practical
as mentioned in Annexure-A & B. The Als are expected
to conduct the Theory and Practical as per the number
of hours given in this table.

For conducting the Theory and Practical classes, day
wise Training Schedule including compulsory contact
hours in all vocational courses has been developed by
the Vocational Education Department. This has been
provided to all the Regional Centres and is also
available on the NIOS Vocational portal.

The distribution of marks of Theory, Practical and
Internal Assessment is as per scheme of examination
given at Annexure A-B (page 42-43).

The Internal assessment is based on Periodical Tests,
Viva-Voce, Assignments, Projects, etc. taken by
trainer/external examiner.

The assessment criteria for the subject/ courses under
integration will be same as those for academic subjects.
Hence, to pass in a subject, a learner needs to secure
a minimum 33% aggregate (Theory plus Practical)
and 33 marks out of 100 is required after including
the Internal Assessment marks in the aggregate of
theory plus practical at secondary level. However,
passing separately in Theory and Practical with
minimum 33% each and min. 33% in aggregate
including Internal Assessment is necessary to pass in
a subject at senior Secondary level.

The awards of internal assessment and practical are
to be uploaded separately by the Als after the conduct
of practical examination.

The vocational subject can be one of the five subjects.
There is no change in the passing criteria as given in
the Academic Prospectus. However, it is mandatory
to pass in the Vocational subject in case the learner is
taking only 5 subjects including the vocational one. If
the learner is taking 6/7 subjects including one
vocational subject and could not pass the vocational
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12.

subject, the pass certificate will be issued taking
cognizance of pass in 1 language and 4 other subjects
or 2 languages and three other subjects as mentioned
in the Academic prospectus.

The Accredited Institutes (Als) are requested and
encouraged to develop the basic infrastructure for
vocational subjects as per NIOS norms which would
be in the interest of the learners and will be helpful for
the institute in the long run.

At present, there is no on-demand examination (ODEs)
for the vocational subjects integrated with Academic
subjects.

. At present, the vocational subjects being offered in

integration with academic subjects are available in
Hindi and English medium. The course material is also
available at the NIOS Vocational Portal for usage of
learners. Few vocational subjects are available in
certain regional medium. The learners are advised to
login to NIOS website for details before taking
admissions.

The learners with disabilities like blindness, low vision,
speech impairment, locomotor disability and any other
disability which causes difficulty in writing the
examinations are to be provided with need based provisions
such as amanuensis, technological devices etc. The
provisions shall be according to their disabilities as per
procedure notified by NIOS from time to time.

The provisions made have been precisely defined in
clauses and sub-clauses for clarity.

7.1 Procedural Requirements

The learners with disabilities as defined in the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 and the National Trust
Act, 1999 and those with specific learning difficulties who
wish to avail certain facilities or need some reasonable
accommodations in the examinations are required to
submit an application in the given format to the concerned
Regional Centre of NIOS. A learner should clearly indicate
the support required by him/her along with the certificate
issued by an appropriate authority indicating the nature
of his/her disability and the extent of the disability. This
application should be submitted along with the
Examination Registration Form by the parent or guardian
of the learner.

A Medical Certificate issued by any of the following
authorities is required for availing specific provisions by
learners with disability:

1) Disability Certificate(s) issued by Government
Hospitals under Central or State Governments.

ii) Disability Certificate(s) issued by recognized
institutes of national level such as National
Association for the Blind, Spastic Society of India
etc.

iii)  Disability Certificate(s) issued by non-

governmental organizations/ practitioners

registered with Rehabilitation Council of India/

Central Government/State Government of the

respective States.
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While appearing in the examination, the learner
should write his/her disability as mentioned in the
certificate on the top of the answer book . This
will be authenticated by the concerned Centre
Superintendent of the Examination Centre.

7.2.1 Provision of Additional Time

General Provisions

The condition of learners with disabilities will have to be
certified as per approved procedure as mentioned in para
7.1 above for determining requirement of additional time.

1) An additional 20 minutes per hour of examination
for each of the subject will be provided to
compensate for additional time required for reading
by the amanuensis, understanding the questions,
fatigue while dictating to the Amanuensis, sitting
continuously etc.

i) If the condition indicated in the Medical Certificate
specified in para 7.1 above requires short break, a
break of not more than ten minutes per hour will
be permitted in addition to above.

7.2.2 Provision of Amanuensis

The services of an amanuensis, reader, lab assistant can
be availed as per requirement of the subject concerned.
The following categories of learners will be eligible for
this facility:

a. Learners with Autism Spectrum Disorders
b. Cerebral Palsy

c. Intellectual Disability

d. Multiple Disabilities

e. Blindness, Low Vision

f. Speech & Language Disabilities or Hearing
Disabilities

g. Any other disability such as learners with specific
learning disabilities like dyslexia, dysgraphia,
dyscalculia, dyspraxia and developmental
aphasia certified as per procedure mentioned in
para 7.1.

A learner with hand injury may be provided
the facility of an amanuensis.

In case of sudden illness resulting in
temporary disability, services of an
amanuensis will be allowed on furnishing duly
certified Medical Certificate specified in
para 7.1

A learner with disabilities who may choose
the use an amanuensis may be permitted to
draw the diagrams etc., himself/herself if
learner so desires.

A learner with disabilities may be provided a
Lab Assistant as per requirement of the
particular subject.

In case a learner needs a Care Giver inside
the Examination Hall during the examination,
a prior application in the given format is
required to be submitted along with the
Application Form, and permission has to be
obtained.

In case a learner needs a Care Giver to help
him/her reach the examination room and find
his/her particular seat, a prior application in
the given format is required to be submitted
along with the Application Form and
permission has to be obtained.

In specific cases, near relative, Care Giver
or concerned teacher may be present in the
examination hall only for the purpose of
motivation and support to the candidate.
Prior permission for this needs to be obtained
from the concerned Regional Director,
Regional Centre, NIOS.

The terms scribe and amanuensis are
synonymous and any other term signifying the
same can be used for this purpose. In this
document, the term amanuensis has been used.

The learner is allowed to opt for different
amanuensis for different subjects, if necessary. The
learner will have to clearly specify the language in
which the Amanuensis is required.

The format of application for the entry of the Care
Giver inside the premises of the Examination Centre
is available in the Examination Centre and on the
NIOS website.

Amanuensis/scribe can be arranged by the learner
himself/herself or can be provided by the Centre
Superintendent. The procedure of approval and
eligibility of amanuensies is subject to provisions
mentioned of in this chapter.

Assistance of a Lab Assistant is required to be
provided by the Centre Superintendent only.

The Amanuensis, Reader, Lab Assistant should not
be related to the examinee.

The amanuensis may be a person of any age or
class.

The amanuensis should not be from the same
subject(s) in which the learner shall be appearing
for the examination. However, if the learner and
the amanuensis, reader, lab assistant are from the
same stream, then the educational qualification of
the amanuensis, reader, lab assistant should be at
least one class lower than that of the learner with
disability appearing for examination.

There will be flexibility in accommodating any
change in amanuensis, reader, lab assistant in case
of emergency. More than one amanuensis, reader,
lab assistant for writing different papers as per
requirement of the learner will be allowed.

The learn\er shall also have the option of meeting
the amanuensis a day before the examination in
presence of the Centre Superintendent.

The Centre Superintendent will ensure that the
facilitative provisions are granted to the learner
with disabilities and inform the compliance to the
Regional Director, Regional Centre, NIOS. The

(b) Fee for amanuensis, reader, lab assistant ,
interpreter using sign language:

A fee of Rs. 100/- per session of examination will
be given to the amanuensis per learner (with
disability) by the Superintendent of the
Examination Centre. The remuneration of the
categories such as reader, lab assistant and
interpreter using sign language will be as per the
Para 3.2.1 payment norms of the staff as mentioned
in the Guidelines for the Centre Superintendents.
The learners under the category Para 7.2.2 (except
for iv) will not be required to pay any charge/fee.

The learners with temporary disabilities using the
facility of amanuensis will have to pay the fee
themselves.

Seating Arrangements and Other Support

Wheel Chair user, and mobility restricted learners
will be given the facility to write the examination
on the ground floor in case the examination room
is inaccessible.

The Building should be accessible and proper
ramps and other support should be available.
The Centre Superintendent will ensure availability
of an accessible toilet for learners with
disability.

The Centre Superintendent will make
arrangements to seat maximum of four learners in
a separate Examination Room with a separate
Invigilator for supervision.

However, a single room with an invigilator may
be made available for learners with specific
disability, if so required.

The examination room should be well lit,
ventilated and away from noise and distraction.

The Centre Superintendent(s) will print and pack
the answer scripts of the learners with disabilities
as per the serial number in a separate envelope and
send to the concerned Regional Office of NIOS.
The envelope should be superscribed with “Answer
Sheets of Learners with Disabilities”. A separate
column will be provided on the title page of the
answer book for indicating the category of
disability as per Table 1.

7.2.6 Learners with Specific Needs registered is the
Special Accredited Institutions for Education of Divyang
(SAIED) will have their Study Centre as Examination
Centre also. During examination, the invigilators deputed
by NIOS will monitor the examination proceedings. To
facilitate easy access, a few selected schools will be made
Examination Centres for learners with disabilities.

Learners with Visual Impairment may be allowed
to use amanuensis/take examination using Braille
Typewriter, or Computer. The learners should
arrange to bring their own Braille Typewriter, etc.,
for examination purposes.

Equipments such as Taylor Frame and Geometry

Hall. Prior permission for the same may be obtained
from the concerned Regional Director, Regional
Centre, NIOS.

Subiject: Vesting of authority in the National Open School Society for holding certain examinations through
distance and open learning system at the school stage and for certification thereof.

No. F5.24/90 Sch.3 -The Government of India had setup the National Open School Society. an autonomous
and registered body on 23rd November. 1989 to cater to the educational needs of school dropouts, working
adults, housewives and socially disadvantaged sections, through distance education at the school stage.
The Society runs the management of the National Open School which, through distance and open learning
system, has been offering courses, preparing students for the Secondary and Senior Secondary School
Examinations and also offers Bridge (Preparatory) Courses

It has now been decided that in pursuance of Section 3 (ii) of the Memorandum of Association of the
National Open School Society, the Society shall conduct the above examinations at the school stage of
education upto predegree level, whether academic, technical or vocational, which are developed either by
the National Open School itself or in collaboration with other agencies, subject to the approval of the Society’s
Executive Board or as it may be called upon to conduct by the Government of India, Ministry of Human
Resource Development, Department of Education. The Society shall also be the certifying authority for such
courses and programmes and do such acts ancillary to these objects as may be necessary. The Central
Board of Secondary Education which was the certifying and examining authority on behalf of the National
Open School Society, will cease to be so with effect from the date of issue of this Notification in the Gazette
of India.

ORDER

Ordered that a copy of the Resolution be sent to all State Governments, Union Territory Administrations, all
Ministries Departments of the Government of India, University Grants Commission. Prime Minister’s Office,
National Council of Educational Research and Training. Council of Boards of Secondary Education,
Association of Indian Universities, Central Board of Secondary Education, Council for the Indian School
Certificate Examinations and the State Boards of Education.

Ordered also that the Resolution be published in the Gazette of India for general information.

With reference to the subject cited above, it is informed that the above cited issue was considered
by the 97" Central Council of the PCI in its meeting held in June, 2015 and decision is as under-

“The Council’s earlier decision on NIOS was reviewed. Keeping in view the larger interestrof
the country where thrust is given to skill development, the Council considered the issue. of
students who have passed from Open School system for admission to pharmacy courses. The
Council reviewed its policy with the condition that quality assurance in the standards of
education should be maintained by all stakeholders and if necessary evolve a mechanism for the
same such as the conduct of an exit examination after the completion of the D.Pharm course an..
before the registration of the candidate as a pharmacist under the Pharmacy Act and approved
that a student who has passed from Open School education system of the Central Govt. / State
Govts. institutions be made eligible for admission to pharmacy courses as per the concerned
Education Regulations.

It was further decided that an exit examination for the purpose of registration as a pharmacist
will be in respect of all D.Pharm pass out students.”

As regards inserting a sunset clause in the Education Regulations, 1991, it has been decided by
the Council-

a) to initiate steps for phasing out the diploma course in pharmacy by 2020.
b) no new D.Pharm course be given permission from 2017-2018 academic session.

Integration of Vocational Courses with Academic
subjects is a unique feature of NIOS. This unique
feature helps you to combine Vocational courses with
regular Academic subjects to earn a 10th/12th class

certificate. This facility has bridged the gap between
different streams of education. However, only one
vocational subject can be taken by a learner in at a
time.

Are there any financial assistance options
available for vocational education courses?

Yes, NIOS provides relaxation of fees for female
candidates and exempted categories such as SC/ST,
Divyangs and Ex-servicemen. The details of fee
structure are available in the vocational prospectus
on the NIOS website.

I am unable to find an AVI in my local area. What
should I do?

If you cannot find an AVI in your local area, consider
expanding your search to nearby districts or cities.
Explore your options in nearby areas and consider
enrolling in a course that aligns with your interests
and goals.

NIOS has recently delinked the requirement of home
address and study centres in same state/district for
taking admission in vocational courses. However,
the learner should keep in mind that the examination
for practicals will be held in the same AVI and theory
examination will also be held in the same state/
district as of AVI. No change of examination centre
would be entertained under any circumstance.

How do I know which course to register for?

You can choose a course depending upon your
interest and requirement. List of vocational courses
is given on Table I of the Vocational Prospectus.

When can I take Admission?

You can take admission online throughout the
year.

How can I apply for a Vocational Education
course at NIOS?

To apply for a Vocational Education course at NIOS,
you need to visit the official NIOS website
www.nios.ac.in or https://voc.nios.ac.in and follow

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the online application process outlined there. It
involves online registration, selecting the desired
course and payment of fees.

What is the duration of NIOS Vocational
Education courses?

The duration of NIOS Vocational Education courses
varies depending on the specific course. It ranges
from six months and one year Certificate and
Diploma courses to two year Advanced Certificate
and Diploma courses. The duration of all the
vocational courses are mentioned in the Vocational
Prospectus available on the NIOS web portal.

Where the practical training of vocational
courses will be conducted?

The Accreditated Vocational Institute (AVI)/Special
Accredited Institute for Education of Divyangs
(SAIED) will organize practical training and
Personal Contact Programmes, which are
compulsory to attend to appear in the public
examination.

Where are the classes held for a vocational
learner? Is it essential for the learner to visit the
study centre?

The classes will be held at the study centre called as
Accredited Vocational Institute (AVI). The AVI is
responsible for taking up the classes including
Theory & Practical. The theory examination shall
be held at a different centre which shall be allocated
before the final examination, however the practical
examination shall be held in the AVI itself. It is
advisable and essential to visit the study centre so
that appropriate guidance is provided to you
regarding your syllabus, examination pattern, hands
on practical activities, important information
regarding admission or examination, etc.

From where do a learner can obtain study
material?

The learner’s AVI/SAIED will provide the study
material.

Can I change my AVI centre and course after
taking admission?

No, you will not be able to change your AVI center
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after admission. Therefore, choose your AVI and
course carefully.

Are NIOS Vocational Education courses
recognized by employers and industries?

Yes, NIOS is an autonomous institution under
Ministry of Education, Govt of India. NIOS courses
are developed with involvement of a team
comprising of industry experts, academia,
entrepreneurs, Sector Skill Council etc. A
standardized market driven curriculum along with
learning outcomes are developed resulting in
development of the self learning material along with
practical manual for the course. Multi media support
for the learners are also developed. All measures are
taken to ensure that it aligns with industry standards
and requirements.

Can I pursue Vocational Education courses
alongside my regular studies or job?

Yes, one of the advantages of NIOS Vocational
Education is its flexibility. You can pursue vocational
courses alongside your regular studies or job. NIOS
provides the convenience of self-paced learning,
allowing you to manage your time effectively.

I am financially constrained but eager to pursue
vocational education. What is the ideal
opportunity?

NIOS offers fee concession to female learners and
to the exempted category such as ex-servicemen,
divyangs, SC/ST. For the benefit of female learners
belonging to weaker section and belonging to SC/
ST, NIOS has established Mukta Kaushal Kendra
(MKK) at 5 regions, which are skill labs equipped
with the required infrastructure. The MKKs are
established currently at Bhubaneswar (Odisha),
Bankura (West Bengal), Koderma (Jharkhand),
Mehsana (Gujarat) and Amethi (Uttar Pradesh). The
MKXKSs provide skill training free of cost to the target
group. The list of courses available at these MKKs
at present are available in the Vocational Prospectus.

Will 1T get the certificate mentioning
Correspondence or Distance learning certificate?

No, NIOS Vocational Programmes are not
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Correspondence Courses. NIOS offers vocational
courses through Open and Distance Learning mode.
These courses have essential contact hours which
needs to be covered at the study centers, which is
mandatory for all learners to attend for undertaking
both theory and practical training. Internal
assessment is an integral part of the course and needs
to be undertaken by all the learners.

When can I appear for the examination?

You may appear for examination (after paying the
required examination fee) as per your convenience
after completing the requisite study period.
Examinations are conducted twice a year, in April—
May and then in October—November. You can avail
as many as nine chances to clear your course in five
years of the registration period. The learners are
however, advised to keep themselves updated on the
declaration of exam dates as regularly informed and
updated on the NIOS website.

When the learner has to register for examination?

For April-May examination: upto 15th January and
for October-November examination: upto 15th July
are the cut off dates. Please keep yourself updated
by checking on the NIOS website.

Where are the practical examinations of
vocational courses held?

The practical examinations are conducted in the
respective AVI/ /SAIED of the learners.

Are NIOS healthcare and paramedical courses
recognized by State councils?

NIOS is a recognized board under Ministry of
Education, Government of India. The healthcare and
paramedical courses offered by NIOS are designed
in collaboration with academic and industry experts.
However, recognition by State councils is depending
upon the rules and regulations of particular State.
The paramedical courses such as Diploma in Medical
Laboratory Technology and Diploma in Imaging
Technology are offered in collaboration with Indian
Medical Association (IMA). NIOS has a
Memorandum of Understanding with IMA.
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Can I pursue higher education after completing
NIOS Vocational courses?

Yes, completing NIOS vocational courses can open
up various opportunities for higher education and
career advancement. You can apply for relevant
higher education programs, such as Bachelor’s or
Master’s degrees in relevant fields. Additionally,
successful completion of the vocational courses can
increase your knowledge and skills in the field. With
the increased horizons and opportunities, you can
make informed decisions about further education,
specialization, or pursuing specific career paths that
align with your interests and goals.

Does NIOS offer credit transfer facilities for
pursuing higher studies after completing their
courses?

NIOS does not provide direct credit transfer facilities
for pursuing higher studies at other institutions.
However, the knowledge and skills gained from
completing NIOS courses can be advantageous when
applying for higher education programs. NIOS
provides Transfer of Credit (TOC) facility for
subjects to I'TI pass-out as well as pursuing learners
so as to enable them to have vertical mobility.

The I'TI learners can get their three NSQF compliant
courses transferred to NIOS under the TOC scheme
and take up two/one academic subjects including one
language for getting a Secondary/Sr Secondary
certificate. More details are available on the NIOS
webportal.

How can I correct Name, Date of Birth etc. in the
admission record?

The correction in the admission record will be made
as per rules only. In case, there is any discrepancy in
learner’s personal details, address, photo etc., the
same may be corrected through e-services.

May I appear for the exam in Hindi?

You may write the examination in any scheduled
Indian Language. However the SLM provided by
NIOS will be either Hindi/English or in few courses
in Urdu too. Check the Prospectus for details.
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Can I appear in On- Demand Exam for
Vocational courses?

No, presently there is no On-demand examination
facility for Vocational courses.

Within how many days result of Vocational exams
are declared?

Generally the results are declared 4 weeks after the
last examination is over.

I have already paid the course fee online to NIOS,
however it is mentioned during payment that the
remaining fee has to be paid to the AVI. Why is
that payment to be made?

Vocational programmes are based on fee sharing
model wherein one share of the learners course fee
is given to the AVI and one share is received at NIOS.
The AVI is paid separate fees for the conduct of
classes in their centre, so it is very important that
the remaining fees be paid to the AVI as per the
amount mentioned in the Vocational prospectus
There is no need to pay any additional amount to
the AVI for the Self-Learning Materials.

How can I contact NIOS for more information
about Vocational Education?

How can an Institution apply for accreditation
to become the Accredited Vocational Institution
(AVI) of NIOS?

Any Institution willing to become the study centre
of NIOS and is an Polytechnic/NGO/KVK/
Vocational Training Institute/Affiliated schools can
apply for accreditation with NIOS. The applicant
institute can visit the NIOS website and select the
link — e-accreditation and proceed further after going
through the guidelines/norms etc which are essential
for accreditation purposes. The applying institution
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should check for the infrastructure that is available
with them as per the NIOS accreditation norms for
that particular vocational course. Accreditation
process at NIOS are completely online and offline
applications are not entertained.

What is the grievance mechanism provided to the
learners?

In case the issues and problems of the learner are
not solved in the AVI, then the learner can write or
visit the Regional Centre and or write to the Director
Vocational Education at dirvoc@nios.ac.in or
contact write mail to the Student Support Service
Department at dirsss @nios.ac.in.

What certificate will I get after passing a course?

The Government of India has vested NIOS with the
authority to examine and certify learners registered
with it in vocational, technical and academic courses
upto pre-degree level through Resolution No. F-5-
24/90 dated 14th September 1990 published in
Gazette of India dated 20 October 1990. A copy of
the same is available at Appendix-C. They would be
given NIOS Certificate/Diploma, as the case may
be on successful completion of the course.
